Encourage making predictions of what might happen next and support them to complete
comprehension home learning sheets.

Help your child with writing, support with weekly spellings.

Help your child with maths, play times table games, time table rocks, daily 10. Encourage them to
help with cooking, weighing and measuring ingredients. Ask them to tell you the time and support
them to complete maths home learning. Provide opportunities for your child to pay for things in a

shop, to work out how much things cost and how much change will be needed.
